AAI Site Visit to 5a Shangan by FKL Architects

The scheme provides 36 dwellings, ranging from
single one-bed apartments to three-storey family
units in compliance with Department of Environment
guidelines. All units are own-door access, with the
maijority having private gardens at ground level.

The concept is a singular, linear form that responds
to various site conditions and brief requirements. It
provides a coherent and integrated response, which
embeds itself into the existing and emerging context.
The form twists and bends, to allow for the creation
of public spaces along its narrow site, and changes
in section to accommodate the varying scale of units
internally. To the rear, the form is allowed to rise up
when distant from the existing neighbours, falling to
single storey when less than 20 metres from existing
houses. The reading of the form as a single entity is
emphasised by the use of a singular colour and
complementary materiality.

Please note that you must have PPE to gain access
to the site: hard hat, site boots, luminous jacket and
protective gloves. The contractor will not let anybody
on site without full PPE.
